A few of the
landmarks you’ll pass are the Old Exchange &
Provost Dungeon, one of the country’s most
important Revolutionary-era buildings; St.
Michael's Episcopal Church, whose bells have
crossed the Atlantic seven times; the Fireproof
Building, designed by Robert Mills, a Freemason
architect who also designed the first Washington
monument; and the OId City Market, a public
market for over two hundred years. The highlight
of this tour is a visit to the early 19th-century
Joseph Manigault House. Designed by the
wealthy rice planter Gabriel Manigault, this house
is considered one of the finest examples of
Adamesque architecture in the country. The
house also boasts a magnificent collection of
period furniture and art with quite a few
Charleston pieces.

A
highlight of your tour will be a visit to the historic
Bellamy Mansion. Designed in the mid-19th
century by architect James F. Post for wealthy
physician Dr. John D. Bellamy, the 10,000-
square-foot, 22-room mansion was constructed
between 1859 and 1861. The mansion’s
architecture shares elements of Greek Revival,
Neoclassical, and Italianate styles. Towering
Corinthian columns draw your eye up to the
ornate wood trim work that includes dentil
molding, and an egg and dart motif. Every aspect
of the mansion’s design was deliberate, from the
east-facing kitchen to the top-level belvedere that
functioned as a sort of early air conditioning.

If time allows following your tour, you may want
to enjoy more of this lovely city on your own.
Perhaps you can take a stroll along the
Riverwalk, pop into one of the many well-
regarded microbreweries, or visit the Railroad
Museum.

Today the dockyard serves
as a cruise ship terminal, with shops,
restaurants, and other attractions ready to
welcome visitors. Explore the clothing and
jewelry boutiques, sample traditional rum cakes,
and meet local artisans at the Bermuda Arts
Centre.
